March 19, 1920

The Senate rejected the Treaty of Versailles



May 19, 1921

The Emergency Quota Act was signed into law.



September 21, 1922

The Fordney-McCumber Tariff was signed into law.



August 2,1923

President Warren G. Harding died of a heart attack at the 
Palace Hotel in San Francisco.



May 26, 1924

The Immigration Act Basic Law was signed into law.



November 28, 1925

WSM first broadcast the Grand Ole Opery



November 1, 1926

The broadcast network NBC was founded.



August 23, 1927

Sacco and Vanzetti were executed.



August 27, 1928

The Kellogg-Briand Pact was signed.



February 20, 1929

American Samoa officially became a United States territory.
